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In 2002, Miss Chen entered the Department of Chemistry at Chung Yuan Christian University where she learned basic and advanced knowledge in chemistry and experimental skills. In 2007, she was admitted to the Department of Chemical and Materials Engineering at Tamkang University. The content of her dissertation relates to the preparation and characterization of water-born polyurethane-nanogold composite films. She studied the changes in the chemical and physical properties in two variable factors including the method of synthesis and the addition of nano-gold. In 2009, she completed her Master’s Degree in Engineering and took a job as a research assistant in the same laboratory to assist with the experiment procedures, analyze the materials, help revise papers and manage the research funds.

Miss Chen has always believed that the method of instrumental techniques is a fascinating subject, and she wants to expand her knowledge in this area. After she read the content of a program at Warwick, she found that the courses combined her interest and professional knowledge. Based on this reason, Miss Chen did her second Master’s in 2012 at the University of Warwick. Miss Chen believes that participating in this course enhanced her knowledge, trained her reactions under different circumstances and improved her English.

Future expectations

The job of patent engineer or patent attorney is a yet-to-be-explored challenge for Miss Chen. But when she considered the direction of her career, she felt this path offered an alternative with plenty of new ideas as it aroused her attention and interest.
